Data Protection Clauses covering:-

1. Credit Reference Agencies

2. Money Laundering & Fraud Prevention 

These clauses must be presented to the consumer in such a way that they must take a positive and formal action to proceed, for example by means of a signature or some other means of evidencing acceptance of the terms. 

E.g. on paper forms they should be located on the front of the application form by the signature box, when presented electronically it should be given similar prominence. 

Wherever possible these clauses should be sign-posted with the IC padlock.
